2.  TASK II. Read the text.
How they captured the rainbow

 (Condensed and Adapted  from The Christian Science Monitor Max Eastman)

They both liked sports, but they didn't like soccer. In 1916 soccer was the main sport at the Country School in River-dale, New York.
"If you don't play soccer, you'll have to take long walks," the principal said.
So every day they took a long walk together. They were both 15, both named Leopold and both sons of famous musicians. Leopold Mannes was the son of David Mannes, the well-known violinist. Leopold Godowsky was the son of the world-famous pianist of the same name.

The son of the violinist played the piano. The son of the pian​ist played the violin. Everyone knew that they were going to be musicians, but they did not talk about music. On their walks they talked about taking pictures. Each was a camera fan and thought there should be color in photographs.

· "I have an idea how we may get color in," Leopold Mannes said one day.

· "So have I. What are we going to do?" the other an​swered.

· "Suppose you write down your idea, and I'll write mine, and we'll compare them when we meet tomorrow."

· "Do you agree with my thought that if we unite our studies, our aim will be reached much quicker?" Leopold Godowsky an​swered.

The two ideas turned out to be one, and the boys decided to work together to produce a color photograph. They bor​rowed a key to the school phys​ics laboratory so they could use the equipment after hours. And there the two boys actually pro​duced a color picture. It was the beginning of a working team that lasted 25 years. They won fame and fortune as the inventors of Kodachrome.

The results of their study and experiments showed that the first picture was "awful." Their idea was to make three plates, each sensitive to one of the three primary colors. If you can get each primary color into a separate picture and then focus the pictures from three sep​arate projectors onto one screen, they will combine to give you all the colors of the rainbow, and then some.
Contrary to expectations, the boys were discouraged when they learned that all this had been done before. However, it did not stop them. Although they went to different col​leges, they worked together during vacations. They took out a patent on attachments for a three-nosed projector that reg​istered pictures accurately on the screen. Later they decided that attachments were a nui​sance. The thing was to get all three pictures onto one film.
This was a problem in the chemistry of film. It took time to master the science of chem​istry, while getting a college education and keeping up a musical career. So it was not until 1922 that the two Leo​polds got together again. Both were earning their livings as music teachers and soloists in New York. Their spare time was spent in the Mannes' kitchen and bathroom, mixing emulsions and coating plates.
By 1923 they had made an​other color picture. Again it was an "awful" one, but the colors were all on one plate. There was no stopping them now. But they had to find money. The chemicals cost much more than two struggling musicians could earn. They had long ago spent their savings and the money their parents had set aside for them.

The young men invited a banker, Lewis Strauss, to watch them develop a picture. For some reason the picture wouldn't develop. The two Leo​polds kept darting in and out of the kitchen, entertaining the distinguished guest first with violin and then with piano mu​sic. It was a long and anxious evening, but finally something with color came through.
The banker was impressed. He discussed the matter with his friend, Sir William Wise​man, a British businessman. Together they provided the money that was needed. Now these two "crazy" musicians spent their nights and weekends experimenting with plates and dyes and bleaching mixtures. They worked in a vacant office, or a laundry, or anywhere they could find space.
A number of photography experts had brushed them off with: "You'd better stick to music." The remarkable thing is that they did stick to music. Besides teaching, Godowsky gave concerts in America and Europe. Mannes won a prize for musical composition and a fellowship for study in Rome. The search for the rainbow went right on—in Rome the laboratory was a kitchen sink— and they kept taking out pat​ents.
Another godfather of their efforts was Dr. Mees, director of research for the Eastman Kodak Company. He took an interest in these two musicians and helped them along by having a few plates coated according to their direc​tions.
They were finally invited to join the Eastman research staff in Rochester. This meant giv​ing up for a time their musical careers, and any future patents would belong to the company and not to them. But Mannes and Godowsky could not go ahead without the help of a big laboratory and trained scien​tists.
Soon these two musicians moved into a build​ing full of scientists. They could be heard singing songs to meas​ure the time a plate should stay in a developer.
During the depression of the 1930's, the company had to cut down on certain items. Mannes and Godowsky were really anx​ious about the future of their work. They decided the way to keep from being discharged was to produce something practical. So they drew up a list of every​thing they were now sure they could do. The bottom layer is sensitive to red light, the middle to green and the top to blue. To develop it so that was at first a process of 28 different steps. 

Art and science were never more strikingly united than when, to celebrate the produc​tion of Kodachrome, its inven​tors gave a brilliant violin and piano recital, with color movies during the intermission.

The two friends stayed on with the Eastman Kodak Com​pany another five years, work​ing on Kodaslides, Kodacolor and Ektachrome. The success of their teamwork was a just re​ward for their amazing energy, imagination, and friendship.
