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Design Research Topics

1. The transformation of public spaces in post-war Ukraine with a change in the

perception of urban voids.

Objective:

To explore the meaning of "traces of war" - the voids that have emerged in the urban landscape, perceiving the
latter not as a problem, but as an opportunity and a resource for urban development. The traces of war - the voids
that have appeared in the urban landscape - are a legacy that is difficult to manage. On the one hand, there is an
understandable desire to remove this traumatic memory, to rebuild these voids completely, and on the other
hand, there is the dubious idea of museumification. Is there a third way, connected with collective memory, a
"community of destiny"?

Tasks:

1. Toinvestigate the impact of Urban Voids on residents and their current perception.

2. To propose design solutions and ways to incorporate these areas into active urban life.

2. Combining the use of prefabricated elements with low-tech in the reconstruction

of Ukrainian villages.

Objective:

To explore potential configurations for the utilization of individual elements (such as plumbing-kitchen blocks) in

the reconstruction in combination with simple methods of constructing the main part of private houses. Consider

the use of simple construction methods in the context of enhancing the capacity of rural communities.

Tasks:

1. Toinvestigate the reuse of demolition products and the practices of management of 'construction waste.’

2. To propose design solutions for the restoration of private structures in the context of sustainable
development.

3. Interior design for multifunctional spaces: creating flexible environments

to support barrier free accessibility, changing work and living patterns.

Objective:

To explore innovative interior designs for multifunctional spaces, emphasizing accessibility and adaptability to

evolving work and lifestyle trends.

Tasks:

1. Investigate the specific needs and perspectives of diverse user groups, including individuals with disabilities,
war veterans, the elderly, and professionals with varying work requirements.

2. Develop design proposals that prioritize inclusivity and accessibility, using adaptable furnishings, layouts, and
technology to create inviting, functional spaces for all users.

4. Urban greening and biodiversity: strategies for introducing more green spaces

and urban farms in Ukrainian cities.

Objective:

To research and recommend innovative strategies for enhancing urban greenery and biodiversity in Ukrainian

cities, with a specific focus on promoting environmental sustainability, health, and community engagement.

Tasks:

1. Gathering information through independent analysis and interaction with local communities to understand
the needs and interests of communities concerning green spaces and urban farms.

2. Propose sustainable design solutions to enhance green spaces, urban farms, and biodiversity while
prioritizing accessibility and environmental benefits.

"Students" working on the research project on social media. If the names/photographs of the "Students" must
remain confidential, please advise at commencement of the assignment.

The "Firm" reserves the right to publish the final project on social media and will provide credit to the "Students"
and the "University".

The "University" reserves the right to publish the same items as noted above (Items 7, 8 and 9) on social media,
and provide credit to the "Firm".

The "Firm" reserves the right to use the research completed by the "Students" and "University" for commercial
purposes with no compensation provided to the "Students" and "University" for such use.

Should the "Students" and "University" develop a proprietary solution (Intellectual Property) as a result of the
research project and it can be shown that this solution or concept is unique and not similar or common to any
other solution, then all three parties ("Firm" , "Students" and "University") agree that they will enter into a
commercial agreement on the ownership of such Intellectual Property. Each of the parties reserves the right to
withdraw from such an agreement and relinquish all rights-ownership, shares, etc., to the other parties.
