Post-war reconstruction of cities in the 21st century. New standards and
approaches.

The experience of the reconstruction of post war Europe is lmportant for analysis, but it cannot be fully
applied to today's realities.
What can architecture offer the city dweller with today's technological possibilities and security threats?
How can it affect the prevention of future problems?
Today's challenges have shown the failure of many norms and rules by which cities were built and operated.
Students should research two main themes:
The experienice of reconstruction damaged cities;
Find new approaches which may include new lines of cities of the 21st century.

Digitization of urban space as a new sublevel of human-city interaction.

The modern city has acquired a new dimension - digital.

Today, you can track a taxi, a train schedules, pay at cafes, find your location, and much more with your

smartphone.

The gadget has become our window through which we look at the digital world.

What levels of interaction does digitalization and the integration of 10T (Internet of Things) add?

What problems does it cause?

What are the limits of merging the digital space with the physical?
Students are invited to consider and isolate the system of interconnection between the digital
world and urban space.

Design for barrier-free accessibility - how to design residential apartments for the
disabled war veterans.

The student should meet with both seniors and recent war veterans who are disabled and conduct interviews
to better understand how the 'home’ should be designed to accommodate a wide variety of disabilities (i.e.
physical, blind, hearing, mental stress, etc.)
Do current barrier-free standards meet the requirements of today?
Do current barrier-free standards reflect the various levels of disabilities that address people with limited
mobility, blind, mental stress, etc.?
Students are encouraged to focus primarily on the living spaces within apartment buildings
(i.e. suites versus the common elements)

Adaptlve Reuse of "Panel Buildings" (5 to 9 Storey Apartment Complexes).

If the damaged buildings will not be repaired and or demolished and simply abandoned by the Government,
what opportunities exist to restore these structures for a new use?
This is somewhat of a hypothetical scenario, but will challenge the student(s) to consider innovative solutions
for reusing these structures / land surrounding these buildings.
Students should research emerging technologies, new industries, solutions that drive
sustainability, etc.

The following is a Memorandum of Understanding between WZMH Architects (“Firm") and the Kharkiv State
Academy of Design and Arts («Academy") with respect to the Research Undergraduate project practice
to be completed by one or more students ("Students").
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Al parties subject to this Memorandum of Understanding agree to work collaboratively to ensure a successful
outcome of this design research internship for the "Students".

This Memorandum of Understanding is valid between October 1, 2022 and January 1, 2023. The "Firm" is
committing to @ minimum internship of 3 years with different students for each term.

This Memorandum of Understanding is for the participation in a design-research internship program that will be
completed by one or more "Students” from the «Academy» over a 6 to 8 week period, commencing as early as
September 28, 2022, but no later than October 3, 2022..

Four (4) research subjects are provided for the " Academy" / "Students" selection and can be modified / revised
as required to suit the " Academy" and or "Students" specific needs or suggestions.

The “Students" will present progress of work to the "Firm" and "Academy" on a weekly basis based on a mutually
agreeable time / date. The presentation will be up to a maximum of 1 hour. It is assumed that the progress of
work for the first few weeks may be limited to more research versus presentation material, thus the meetings
may be very short in duration.

it is assumed that the “Students" will work on the assignment an avgrage of 3 days per week.

The "Firm" reserves the right to publish all work including the progress of work on social media.

The 'Firm" reserves the right to publish the name(s) of the "Students" including any photographs of the
"Students" working on the research project on social media. If the names/photographs of the "Students" must
remain confidential, please advise at commencement of the assignment.

The "Firm" reserves the right to publish the final project on social media and will provide credit to the "Students"
and the "Academy".

The "Academy" reserves the right to publish the same items as noted above (Items 7, 8 and 9) on social media,
and provide credit to the "Firm".

The "Firm" reserves the right to use the research completed by the "Students" and "Academy" for commercial
purposes with no compensation provided to the "Students" and "Academy" for such use.

Should the "Students" and "Academy" develop a proprietary solution (Intellectual Property) as a result of the
research project and it can be shown that this solution or concept is very unique and not similar or common to
any other solution, then all three parties (“Firm" , "Students" and "University") agree that they will enter into a
commercial agreement on the ownership of such Intellectual Property. Each of the parties reserves the right to
withdraw from such an agreement and relinquish all rights-ownership, shares, etc., to the other parties.

Should the "Firm" provide the "Students” and or “University" with a concept at commencement of the
assignment that is developed to a point (whether graphically described or in written / verbal format) that it could
be considered to be unique and or Intellectual Property, then the final solution of such concept will be wholly
owned by the "Firm" with no compensation provided to the "Students" and or “Academy" unless agreed upon by
the "Firm".

All costs associated with the research conducted in Ukraine will be at the cost of the "Student" and or the
"University" unless agreed upon by the "Firm". Any out-of-pocket expenses (such as travel, materials, etc.) that
will be reimbursed by the “Firm" must be approved in advance by the "Firm".

Compensation (if any) for the work of the "Student" will be paid directly to the "Student" from the "Firm" in
Canadian Dollars via PayPal or equivalent.
