Our friends and colleagues from the
Lviv State Academy of Arts have offered us immeasurable support in terms of both organization
and morale: they have provided facilities to house our Academy's office and housing for teachers
and students that have reached Lviv. We are today, amid the ongoing war and mass refugee crisis,
intensively at work converting these spaces into the home of continuing life, learniirg, and our
Academy's research and creative activities. Our familiar circle of workers. and learners is largely
dispersed throughout Ukraine and Europe. Establishing and maintaining contact with instructors
and students and setting up and sustaining a viable process of learning are our Academy's top
priorities!

We look with hope toward the future. It is essential for us, even in the present
circumstances, to preserue our Academy and its professional teachers and staff for the sake of
the post-war rebirth of Kharkiv and of Ukraine. It is essential for us to carry on our work and to
provide support for our teachers and students, who have been overwhelmed by the war and
scattered all over Europe.

Yet the situation in which we find ourselves forces us to appeal to the world community
for help. We must seek financial support for all we are doing to create conditions that will enable
work, providing for daily life and manageable conditions for academic activities and instruction
of students, including those who may be in other cities or even in Kharkiv. To the greatest



possible extent, we will make accessible materials to all our students who are not together in the

same city with us as communication among different locales is reestablished, as well as to

students bbl. to study as part of the 'oinner mobility" program in Lviv.

Amid the ongoing war and evacuation of refugees, all of us affiliated with Kharkiv State

Academy of Design"anOLrts ask for active financial assistance and involvement in keeping alive

the work of our institution of higher education in the arts!
